Note: an inconsistency occurs between an approved plan and supporting documentation or
between an approved plan and a condition when it is not possible to comply with both at the

relevant time.

Car Parking to be available for the approved use
Parking within the development, together with all driveways and turning areas, must be
provided and maintained as follows:

a) 2 car spaces for the existing dwelling; and

b) 1 car space for the proposed dwelling.




Support for neighbouring buildings
If an excavation extends below the level of the base of the footings of a building on an
adjoining allotment of land, the person causing the excavation to be made or builder must:

a. Inform the neighbouring property owner immediately.

b. Engage a structural engineer to determine any remedial works that may need to be
undertaken.

C. Preserve and protect the adjoining building from damage.

d. If necessary, underpin and support the building in an approved manner.

Conditions prescribed by the Regulation

This development consent is subject to the conditions prescribed by the regulations in
accordance with subsection 4.17(11) of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act
1979. Conditions are provided in a Schedule to this consent.

Concurrent Approvals
The following approvals are provided under Section 4.15 of Environmental
Planning and Assessment Act:

Integrated Approvals under Section 68 of the Local Government Act 1993
C5 Installing constructing or altering a waste treatment device or a human
waste storage facility or a drain connected to any such device or facility.

Bush fire safety measures

This land is identified as being designated bush fire prone land and under section 4.14 of
the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979, Council must be satisfied prior to
making a determination for development on bush fire prone land that the development
complies with “Planning for Bush Fire Protection 2019”.

The development is approved subject to the following conditions:

Asset Protection Zones

Intent of measures: to minimise the risk of bush fire attack and provide protection for
emergency services personnel, residents and others assisting firefighting activities. To
achieve this, the following conditions shall apply:

1. From the commencement of building works, and in perpetuity to ensure ongoing
protection from the impact of bush fires, the property around the dwelling must be
maintained as an Inner Protection Area (IPA), in accordance with the requirements of
appendix 4 of Planning for Bush Fire Protection 2019, as follows:

- North, South and East for a minimum distance of 20m from the dwelling; and/ or
- West for a minimum distance of 9m from the dwelling.

When establishing and maintaining an IPA the following requirements apply:

- Tree canopy cover should be less than 15% at maturity;

- Trees at maturity should not touch or overhang the building;

- Lower limbs should be removed up to a height of 2m above the ground;

- Tree canopies should be separated by 2 to 5m;

- Preference should be given to smooth barked and evergreen trees;

- Large discontinuities or gaps in vegetation should be provided to slow down or
break the progress of fire towards buildings

- Shrubs should not be located under trees;

- Shrubs should not form more than 10% ground cover

- Clumps of shrubs should be separated from exposed windows and doors by a
distance of at least twice the height of the vegetation.

- Grass should be kept mown (as a guide grass should be kept to no more than
100mm in height); and

- Leaves and vegetation debris should be removed.



Water and Utilities Services

Intent of measures: to minimise the risk of bush fire attack and provide protection for
emergency services personnel, residents and others assisting firefighting activities. To
achieve this, the following conditions shall apply:

The provision of water, electricity and gas must comply with the following in
accordance with Table 7.4a of Planning for Bush Fire Protection 2019:

a.

In recognition that no reticulated water supply is available to the development, a

total of 20,000 litres fire fighting static water supply (SWS) shall be provided on

site.

An outlet for firefighting purposes is located within the IPA or non-hazard side and

away from the structure (5-20 metres);

65mm Storz connection with a ball valve is fitted to the outlet;

The ball valve, pipes and tank penetration are adequate for the full 50mm inner

dimeter water flow through the Storz fitting and are constructed of a metal material;

Underground tanks have an access hole of 200mm to allow tankers to refill, direct

from the tank;

A hardened ground surface for truck access is supplied within 4m of the water

outlet or access hole;

Above-ground tanks are manufactured from concrete or metal

Raised tanks have their stands constructed from non-combustible material, or bush

fire-resisting timber. The bush fire —resisting timbers are; Silvertop ash, Blackbutt,

Red or River Gum, Spotted Gum, Red Ironbark, Kwila (merbau) or Turpentine;

Unobstructed access can be provided at all times;

Underground tanks are clearly marked

Tanks on the hazard side of a building are provided with adequate shielding for the

protection of firefighters;

All exposed water pipes external to the building are metal, including any fixtures.

Where pumps are provided, they are a minimum 5hp or 3kW petrol or diesel-

powered pump, and are shielded against bush fire attack;

Any hose and reel for firefighting connected to the pump shall be 19mm internal

diameter; and

Fire hose reels are constructed in accordance with AS/NSZ 1221:1997, and

installed in accordance with the relevant clauses of AS 2441:2005.

A Static Water Supply (SWS) sign shall be obtained from the NSW Rural Fire

Service (RFS) and positioned for ease of identification by RFS personnel and other

users of the SWS. In this regard;

i. Markers must be fixed in a suitable location so as to be highly visible; and

ii. Markers should be positioned adjacent to the most appropriate access for
the water supply

Where practicable, electrical transmission lines are underground;

Where overhead electrical transmission lines are proposed as follows;

i. Lines are installed with short pole spacing (30m), unless crossing gullies,
gorges or riparian areas; and

ii. No part of a tree is closer to a power line than the distance set out in
accordance with the specifications in ISSC3 Guideline for Managing
Vegetation Near Power Lines.

Reticulated or bottled gas is installed and maintained in accordance with AS/NZS

1596:2014 and the requirements of relevant authorities, and metal piping is used.

All fixed gas cylinders are kept clear of all flammable materials to a distance of

10m and shielded on the hazard side;

Connections to and from gas cylinders are metal;

Polymer-sheathed flexible gas supply lines are not used; and

Above-ground gas service pipes are metal, including and up to any outlets.

Access — Property Access

Intent of measures: to minimise the risk of bush fire attack and provide protection for
emergency services personnel, residents and others assisting firefighting activities. To
achieve this, the following conditions shall apply:



3. Property access roads must comply with the property access section of Table 5.3b of

Planning for Bush Fire Protection 2019 as follows;

a. Property access roads are two-wheel drive, all-weather roads

b. The capacity of road surfaces and any bridges/ causeways is sufficient to carry
fully loaded firefighting vehicles (up to 23 tonnes), bridges and causeways are to
clearly indicate load rating;

c. There is suitable access for a Category 1 fire appliance to within 4m of the static
water supply where no reticulated supply is available;

d. Firefighting vehicles can access the dwelling and exit the property safely;

e. Minimum 4m carriageway width

f. A minimum vertical clearance of 4m to any overhanging obstructions, including
tree branches;

g. Property access must provide a suitable turning area in accordance with Appendix
3 of 'Planning for Bush Fire Protection 2019";

h. Curves have a minimum inner radius of 6m and are minimal in number to allow for
rapid access and egress;

i. The minimum distance between inner and outer curves is 6m; the crossfall is not
more than 10 degrees; and,

j- Maximum grades for sealed roads do not exceed 15 degrees and not more than 10

degrees for unsealed roads.

Note: Some short constrictions in the access may be accepted where they are not less
than 3.5m wide, extend for no more than 30m and where the obstruction cannot be
reasonably avoided or removed. The gradients applicable to public roads also apply to
community style development.

Construction Standards

Intent of measures: to minimise the risk of bush fire attack and provide protection for
emergency services personnel, residents and others assisting firefighting activities. To
achieve this, the following conditions shall apply:

4. New construction shall comply with Sections 3 and 5/6 (BAL 12.5/19) Australian
Standard AS3959-2018 'Construction of buildings in bush fire-prone areas’ and the
relevant requirements of Section 7.5 of Planning for Bush Fire Protection 2019 as
follows:

a. BAL —12.5 to the South and Western fagcade
b. BAL 19 to the North and Eastern facade

5. Landscaping Assessment
Intent of measures: to minimise the risk of bush fire attack and provide protection for
emergency services personnel, residents and others assisting firefighting activities.

Landscaping within the required inner protection area is to comply with the principles of
Appendix 4 of ‘Planning for Bush Fire Protection 2019’

The following conditions are to be complied with prior to issue of a
Construction Certificate for building works

Before the issue of a construction certificate, the applicant must ensure a construction site
management plan is prepared before it is provided to and approved by the certifier. The
plan must include the following matters:

* location and materials for protective fencing and hoardings to the perimeter on the site

* pedestrian and vehicular site access points and construction activity zones

» details of any bulk earthworks to be carried out

The applicant must ensure a copy of the approved construction site management plan is
kept on-site at all times during construction.

Plans of retaining walls and drainage

The application for a Construction Certificate is to include plans and specifications that
indicate retaining walls or other approved methods of preventing movement of the soil,
where any excavation or filled area exceeds 600mm in height. Adequate provision must be
made for drainage.

Such plans and specifications must be approved as part of the Construction Certificate.

Terms of approval for on-site sewage management required
Refer to Local Government Act Section 68 Application No. 70.2023.428.1 or Local
Government Act Section 68 approvals issued subsequent to this consent (Schedule 3).

Rainwater tanks - amendment to the plan required
Rural dwellings without reticulated water must have minimum domestic tank capacity to
ensure that adequate water supply is available.

The plans submitted for approval of the Construction Certificate must be amended to
demonstrate that the approved rural dwelling has a dedicated minimum domestic tank
capacity of 40,000 litres, exclusive of any additional water storage required for firefighting
purposes required by this development consent.

Such plans are to be approved as part of the Construction Certificate.

Compliance with BASIX Certificate requirements
The development is to comply with Basix Certificate No. 1414462S, dated 01 September
2023.

The commitments indicated in the Certificate are to be indicated on the plans submitted for
approval of the Construction Certificate.

The plans submitted must clearly indicate all windows numbered or identified in a manner
that is consistent with the identification on the Basix Certificate.

Minor changes to the measures may be undertaken without the issue of any amendment
under Section 4.55 of the Act, provided that the changes do not affect the form, shape or
size of the building.

Such plans and specifications must be approved as part of the Construction Certificate.

Building materials and colours to be specified

The application for a Construction Certificate is to include plans and specifications that
indicate the proposed building materials and colours consistent with the provisions of
Development Control Plan 2014 — Chapter D2.2.3 - Character and Visual Impact. Please
note that colours must be non-reflective earth tone colours and that the use of white and
near white colours is not permissible

Such plans and specifications must be approved as part of the Construction Certificate.

Sediment and Erosion Control Management Plan required

The application for a Construction Certificate is to include plans and specifications that
indicate the measures to be employed to control erosion and loss of sediment from the site.
Control over discharge of stormwater and containment of run-off and pollutants leaving the
site/premises must be undertaken through the installation of erosion control devices such
as catch drains, energy dissipaters, level spreaders and sediment control devices such as
filter fences and sedimentation basins.

Such plans and specifications must be approved as part of the Construction Certificate.

NOTE: The plans must be in compliance with Council's current “Northern Rivers
Local Government Development Design & Construction Manuals and Standard
Drawings”.

Access & Parking

The application for a Construction Certificate is to include plans and specification that
indicate access, parking and manoeuvring details in accordance with the plans approved
by this consent.

The access, parking and manoeuvring for the site is to comply with the requirements of AS
2890.1-2004: Parking facilities, Part 1: Off-street car parking. Plans are to include, but not
be limited to, the following items:

a) minimum 150mm compacted pavement, sealed for grades greater than 12%;
b) location and dimensions of compliant parking spaces;

C) site conditions affecting the access;

d) existing and design levels;

e) longitudinal and cross sections;

f) turning areas;

Q) drainage details; and

h) access requirements of any bushfire conditions.

Such plans and specifications must be approved as part of the Construction Certificate.

NOTE: The plans must be in compliance with Council's current “Northern Rivers Local
Government Development Design & Construction Manuals and Standard Drawings”.

Long Service Levy to be paid

In accordance with Section 6.8 of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979
(as amended), a Construction Certificate for SUBDIVISION WORKS OR BUILDING
WORKS shall NOT be issued until any Long Service Levy payable under Section 34 of the
Building and Construction Industry Long Service Payments Act, 1986 (or where such levy
is payable by instalments, the first instalment of the levy) has been paid (as applicable).

These payments can be made online at www.longservice.nsw.gov.au. Proof of payment is
required to be submitted with the Construction Certificate application.

Waste Management Plan

* the contact details of the person(s) removing the waste
* an estimate of the waste (type and quantity) and whether the waste is expected to

The applicant must ensure the waste management plan is referred to in the construction
site management plan and kept on-site at all times during construction.

Tree Removal
No trees or vegetation to be cleared or removed until a Construction Certificate has been
issued.

Insect screening required

The application for a Construction Certificate is to include plans and specifications that
provide effective insect screening to all windows, doors and other openings to all parts of
the development used for habitable purposes.

Such plans are to be approved as part of the Construction Certificate.

Developer Contributions to be paid

Contributions set out in the schedule below are to be paid to Council prior to the release of
a construction certificate. Contributions are levied in accordance with the Byron Shire
Developer Contributions Plan 2012 (as amended). The Plan may be viewed on line at
www.byron.nsw.gov.au or during office hours at the Council Offices located at Station
Street, Mullumbimby. These contributions are to fund public amenities and services as
listed in the schedule. Additional details on the specific amenities are to be found in the
Byron Shire Developer Contributions Plan 2012 (as amended).

The contributions in the schedule are current at the date of this consent. The
contributions payable will be adjusted in accordance with the relevant plan and the amount
payable will be calculated on the basis of the contribution rates that are applicable at
the time of payment. The schedule contains a date for which the schedule remains valid,
after this date you will have to contact Council for an updated schedule.

The following conditions are to be complied with prior to any building or
construction works commencing

Inspection for on-site sewage management
All plumbing and drainage works is to be installed by a suitably qualified person. The
plumber must adhere to the requirements of the NSW Code of Practice and AS/NZ 3500.
The plumber is to arrange for the following inspections to be undertaken:

a. Internal drainage prior to covering of the works.

b. External drainage prior to the covering of works.

c. lrrigation installation prior to the covering of works.

d. Final

Implementation of BASIX commitments

While building work is being carried out, the applicant must undertake the
development strictly in accordance with the commitments listed in the BASIX
certificate(s) approved by this consent, for the development to which the consent
applies.

Only clean and unpolluted water is to be discharged to Council’s stormwater drainage
system or any watercourse to ensure compliance with the Protection of Environment
Operations Act.

Note: Council may impose on-the-spot fines for non-compliance with this condition.

Maintenance of sediment and erosion control measures
Sediment and erosion control measures must be maintained at all times until the site has
been stabilised by permanent vegetation cover or hard surface.

Demolition

Any required demolition works must be undertaken in accordance with the relevant
requirements of Australian Standard AS 2601-1991: The Demolition of Structures
published by Standards Australia, and the WorkCover Authority of NSW.

Muted bushland tones external finishes

Effluent from the approved wastewater treatment system is designed to be evenly dispersed into
each ETA field, ensuring the maximum opportunity for effluent to be taken up by the environment.
The ETA provides the best apportunity for plant nutrient uptake and evaporation { transpiration.

ETA should be completely flat and level,

The characteristics of the natural soil are an important part of the functioning of ETA. In our climate
of regular and heawy rainfall, ETA can be damaged by surface water flows. Diversion drainage or
berms should be maintained to prevent ‘water logging’ of the ETA. Roof waters and rain water tank
averflows should be piped away from the ETA.

ETA should be operated and maintained strictly in accordance with manufacturar’s instructions and
regular maintenance and attention is required. Effluent from the approved treatment system shall be
dispersed into each ETA bed figld.

There are minimal maintenance requirements for ETA. The area should be protected from vehicle
traffic, heavy stock grazing and large tree f root invasion. The best environment to support long term
success of any ETA is a well maintained surface with even plant coverage and maximum sun, Bare
or wet areas within such an area might indicate a point of failure.

MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENTS

1. The system operator should maintain the ETA in regard o adeguate cover, elimination of
weeds, maintenance of plants and shrubs, If surcharging effluent is observed or other signs of
field malfunction are found, the system operator should contact their service provider or a
licensed plumbing contractor to investigate.

MOTE: Any alteration, extension or construction associated with your on-site sewage
management system requires the prior approval of Council.

SEPTIC AND SULLAGE TANKS

OPERATIONAL REQUIREMENTS

The septic tank installed on the property is limited in the design of connected fixtures and maximum
capacity of the system.

1.

Minimise water usage in the building to reduce the volume of wastewater (hydraulic load)
required to be stored and treated by the system. Overloading the system should be avoided.

Minimise biological and chemical substances entering the system by choosing to use a kitchen
sink strainer, and minimising the use of laundry and general cleaning chemicals. Biologically
harmful chemicals such as bleach and disinfectants should be used sparingly in any fixtures
connected to the system.

Do not discharge grease, oil, paint, pesticides, chemicals or medications. The system does not
have the complexity to properly decompose large quantities or complex organic compounds
arising from such sources. The best option is to prevent such products from entering the system.
Insoluble plastics and materials should not be added to the system.

Ensure that the septic tank is not connected to roof stormwater pipes or water tank overflow
pipes. It is also important that the top of the tank is maintained sealed so as to prevent water
entering the tank and overloading the system.

The septic tank will gradually fill with insoluble soil and materials over time through the process
of storing and treating your wastewater. This reduction in the capacity of the tank is best
managed by '‘pumping out' the insoluble sludge at least every five years (more frequently if
monitoring indicates that it is necessary). Licensed contractors can be found in the local “Yellow
Pages” to perform this routine service. The use of unlicensed contractors may result in damage
to the tank fittings.

Failure to regularly pump out your septic tank may result in costly failure of your land
application area, and public health and environmental impacts on the land.
